Walk For Uganda
 “They walk for their lives, we walk for them”

What: A walk/run to raise money for the Invisible Children Foundation to rebuild schools and provide scholarships, essential materials, and fulltime mentors for children affected by the 20-year-long war in Uganda.
When: May 10, 2008. 10 a.m. - 2 p.m. Registration is from 10 a.m.-12:30 p.m. 
Cost: $5 per person.  Participants may also raise money through flat donations. (see pledge sheet on reverse side)  
Screening: May 9, 2008. 7 pm.  Watch the film that started it all- a documentary on the war in Uganda.  Free admission!
Where: Registration is at the main entrance of Severna Park High School. (see registration form on reverse side). The walk will go north along the B&A Trail for 2 miles up and back (the same distance the Ugandan children have to walk to reach safety for the night) A shorter distance of 1 mile up and back will also be marked.
Why: Throughout the war, children have been kidnapped by the Lord’s Resistance Army and forced to fight, kill, and kidnap their fellow Ugandans.  Every night those who have not yet been kidnapped walk up to 7 kilometers into the cities to reach safety- these children live in almost constant fear.  Almost 2 million other Ugandans have been forced from their homes and transported to overcrowded camps which now face desperate conditions. 
Where is your money going? The money raised will go to the Invisible Children Foundation.  They will use your money to rebuild schools, and provide scholarships, essential materials, and full time mentors for children that are at risk of being abducted and those in the camps along with raising public awareness about these horrific events.
